ARTICLE IV

COVENANT FOR MAINTENANCE ASSESSMENTS

Section 3: Basis and Maximum of Annual Assessments.

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]b) From and after January 1 of the ysear
immediately following the conveyance of the first Lot to an
Owner, the maximum annual assessment for the next succeeding
two (2) years may be increased above that established by the
Consumer Price Index formula by a vote of the membars, and for
each succeeding period of two (2) years. thereaftaer, provided
that any such change shall have the assent of two-thirds (2/3rds)
of the votes of each class of members who are voting in person
or by proxy, at a meeting duly called for this purpose, written
notice of which shall be sent to all members not less than thirty
(30) days nor more than sixty (60) days in advance of the meeting
setting forth the purpese of the meeting. The limitations hereof

Section 4: Special Assessments for Capital Improvements.

) ’ whole or in part, the cost of any construction, reconstruction,
repair or replacement of a capital improvement upon the Common
Area, including fixtures and personal property related thereto,
provided that any such assessment shall have the assent of two-

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Section 5: Notice and Quorum for Any Action Authorized

Under Sections 3 and 4. Written notice of any meeting called for

the purpose of taking any action authorized under Section 3 or 4 -

At the '
first such meeting called, the presence of members or of proxies
